2) This bull also 
came to the call but was sneaking in 
behind us. Luckily Glen from CA was set 
up to watch our backs and killed him at 
about 270 yards. 3) MaƩ from WA has 
taken 6 bears with us over the years but 
2024 was his first moose hunt. 
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2) A gnarly bull and his happy hunter Jim 
from CA. Jim’s bull came to the call  up in 
the Tommy area, although it took about 
an hour.  3) Erica from BC took this mid-
day bull in a relaƟvely new area and that 
now because of her is called “Erica”. 1) Fred from Wenatchee, just across 

the line was one of our first hunters 
aŌer the border re-opened in 2021. 

4) Because we call in most of our bulls, shot distanc-
es are usually mid-range. Luckily Mike from ID came 
ready for long range as he killed his bull at around 
350 yds. 5) Dan from KS insisted on packing his own 
trophy.

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1) MaƩ and his father-in-law Dan (2) came to 
Omineca from Kansas on their first BC moose 
hunt. We had a great Ɵme and the boys drove 
home with a pickup full of moose.

This end of the 
season hunt was supposed to be for a 
meat bull.
